Workshops
Workshops will be drawn from a range of approaches and experiences to
commissioning and procurement, including: 

� From national to local - the experience of a national charity developing
partnerships with the local third sector. (Barnados)

� Partnership working for health and commissioning - developing
practical partnerships for commissioning for the Third Sector. (NHS Leeds,
Integrated Commissioning Team for Health and Wellbeing)

� Partnership with local authorities - how a local infrastructure
organisation develops productive partnerships with their local authority. 
(East Riding Voluntary Action Services)  

� User-led organisations and commissioning � the commissioning cycle
from the perspective of a user-led organisation. (South Yorkshire Centre for
Independent Living)  

The workshops will use a World CafØ approach to explore important questions
around the future of commissioning and procurement for the third sector and to
identify ways of developing models that work.

In the afternoon we will develop an ideas bank including: 
� how  social value clauses can be incorporated into contracts 
� whether regional commissioning and procurement frameworks are effective 
� social impact bonds and participatory budgeting  as innovatory ways forward

We will work throughout towards what to do next in Yorkshire and the Humber.
